RAWCS and the Covid-
19 Virus

PP Malcolm Brown said that
as district RAWCS coordina-
tor, he was to give an ad-
dress on RAWCS and the
Covid-19 virus and asked for
suggestions as to what he
might say. Secretary Joy
Gillett said the RAWCS na-
tional office in Parramatta
was still running, with
Belinda Griffen in the chair,
though some staff were working from home, and it was expected that the RAWCS operation would come back into full
operation. She expected that the virus crisis would last “a couple of months” and she thought Rotary was “strong enough
and big enough” to come back. DIK offices were closed for the time being. PP Keith Henning said our sister club in the
Philippines, the Rotary Club of Ramon Magsaysay in Manila, was distributing food, he thought the Philippines Govern-
ment had imposed a lockdown. Barry said Shelter Boxes were still being sent out to places like Somaliland.

Probus

Silvana said Probus, a “child of Rotary”, said it to be “Rotary without the work”, providing fellowship and both physical
and mental stimulation for retired or semi-retired people, did overlap with Rotary. Rotarians did belong to Probus clubs
and vice-versa. The Probus club movement started with the first meeting in the UK in 1965 where professional and busi-
ness people who had “finished with Rotary” had got together to talk about the ways of the world. It had spread through-
out the world. There were 1,700 Probus clubs in Australia and New Zealand, representing more than 123,000 members.
The membership had been bigger. In 2007, there had been 190,000 members.
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Silvana said there was obvious value in Probus. Her own father had enjoyed social life but when he retired it had stopped.
“I think he would have enjoyed his retirement more had he had the opportunity to join people at different levels,” she
said. With monthly meetings addressed by speakers, there was mental stimulation. There was also physical activity such
as kayaking. People involved with Probus were less prone to anxiety and depression and as a result, because the conse-
quences of that did not follow in their health and well-being, less of a burden on government.

Silvana said the present virus crisis was a problem for everyone. Probus members were conducting e-meetings but there
were members not on the internet and did not use email. There were phone hook ups in place for alternative communica-
tion and the older generation was becoming more tech-savvy. The biggest group using Facebook were aged 55 or over
and Probus was organising seminars to show how it could be used.
